Use of dictionaries by candidates whose first language is not English

· If additional time is required, this must be specified and authorised by the Head of Department in the above letter.
· Candidates must submit a copy of the signed letter to the Exams Office (to Ruth Murphy) at least six weeks in advance of the examination 

· The use of electronic dictionaries is not permitted. 

· Invigilators will check the dictionary beforehand to ensure that it is free of any notes or other unauthorised material.
