· Fill out this form and return it at Course Registration or to the Disability Support Officer in the Access Service. 
· Give a photocopy of your documents with evidence of your disability, illness or medical condition to the Disability Support Officer. If you have already submitted your documents to the CAO in 2013 you do not need to bring in another copy of these.
Once the Disability Support Officer has the documents they will meet you individually as soon as possible to discuss with you what supports you are entitled to at CIT and apply for any funding needed from the Fund for Students with Disabilities.
What documents should I give to the Disability Support Officer?

Please submit as much information as possible including full diagnosis. Please note in most cases a letter from a GP is not eligible. 
Typical documents for each disability are:
· Asperger’s syndrome – Full diagnosis documentation by psychiatrist/psychologist

· ADHD/ADD - Psychiatrist/ psychologist report

· Blind/ visual impairment – Ophthalmologist/ophthalmic surgeon; Visiting teacher letter 
· Deaf, hard of hearing – Audiogram
· Dyspraxia/DCD – Educational psychologist’s report and occupational therapist report

· Mental health issues – Psychiatrist report
· Physical, medical conditions and ongoing illnesses - Report from a relevant consultant such as neurologist, endocrinologist, orthopedic consultant

· Specific learning difficulties- dyslexia/dyscalculia - Full educational psychologist report
