CIT — Enterprise Development and
Student Entrepreneurship Activities

CIT plays an important role in terms of economic development regionally and nationally. Promoting
innovation and entrepreneurship is evident throughout the Institute. In addition to the high-level

of support for entrepreneurs which includes the Enterprise Start, Genesis, Discovery and PINC
Programmes, CIT also has its on-campus incubator, the Rubicon Centre. The Rubicon Centre is

the most successful incubation centre in the country. Recently extended it now accommodates 57
companies who employ 220 people.

The CIT Prize for Innovation is a very important initiative among a number of other student
entrepreneurship activities in CIT.

Supported by the Cork City and County Enterprise Boards (CEBS), CIT has two student interns who
promote entrepreneurship amongst the CIT student population. The interns run innovation type
competitions for the students, they provide a vital link between the Rubicon Centre and the student

population and they are the initial point of contact for students who have a business idea or concept.

The interns also run competitions for the second level students during the year.

Another student entrepreneurship initiative is the Summer Intern Programme whereby a number of
student projects are developed by student teams in the Rubicon Centre over the summer months.
The students receive a package of supports including training, mentoring, office facilities and seed

funding. By the end of the summer the concept or idea has an investor ready business plan completed

and the product ready to launch.
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In addition to the CIT Prize for Innovation Awards there are a number of events throughout the year
to inspire entrepreneurial spirit on campus. The ‘Fugitive’ Competition run by the (entrepreneurial)
Ideahub Society encourages students to learn about the entrepreneurial ecosystem on campus in a
fun and engaging way. Lucky winners who do their research and find the fugitive receive a cash prize.

Diplomat, investor, entrepreneur, business mentor, speaker, philanthropist and author, Bill Liao co-
founded the business social network service XING and is a venture partner at SOS Ventures, a global
venture capital firm and investment management firm. Bill is a special diplomatic envoy for St Kitts and
Nevis for sustainable development and the environment. He is also the founder of WeForest.org, an
international not-for-profit organisation combating global warming in the most natural way possible

by sustainably and holistically reforesting previously degraded land - the organisation is approaching
planting its millionth tree. Along with James Whelton, Bill is also the Co-Founder of the Coder Dojo
movement to assist young people to learn how to programme.

Bill is dedicated to the vision that business and enterprise, both commercial and social, conducted
fairly and with respect for the environment, can and will create a better environment for work, life and
the world that we all share. This vision is captured in his book: Stone Soup; a Secret Recipe for Making
Something from Nothing.

Additionally, Bill is a regular speaker at conferences and seminars speaking on social media and
networking, entrepreneurship, how to make something from nothing, global warming and sustainability
and development. Events he has spoken at include TED at Long Beach, California; The Globe Forum
in Stockholm, Sweden; The London School of Economics; and many others.

Student Enterprise Competition

is selected from each Cork Enterprise Board area to represent
their respective Board at the National Student Enterprise Awards
competition.

Through taking part in the Programme, students get to
experience all the realities and challenges involved in setting up
and running a business. It offers them an invaluable opportunity
to:

@ Build an entrepreneurial mindset

@ Learn valuable lessons from the experience of working in a team
@ Apply learning in a practical way

@ Explore possible career paths for the future

The experience of running a business also brings many other benefits
including enhancing creativity, improving communication skills and
providing a practical context for business studies topics.

The promotion of entrepreneurship as a career choice is a vital element
of the work of County and City Enterprise Boards and the Cork Schools
Enterprise Programme contributes to this by promoting enterprise
awareness and an enterprise culture. The Programme is part of the
National Student Enterprise Awards, which was introduced in the
2002/03 academic year and has proven to be a great success with high
profile National Finals held in Croke Park in April.
